Head Start provides comprehensive services to more than a million young children and their families every year. Low-income families with children ages 4 or younger may apply. 
Head Start services support children’s healthy development and school readiness. Services include:
Early Learning
We offer learning experiences that support a child’s physical, cognitive, social, and emotional development. We promote language and literacy development, early math and science concepts, and positive attitudes toward learning. Our staff support learning through play, creative expression, and guided activities. The home cultures and languages of our families are incorporated into children’s learning.
We believe that each child is unique, and we work to build trusting relationships with the family so that each child can learn and succeed.

	
	
	Nutrition
We provide nutritious meals for breakfast and lunch, as well as healthy snacks. Families are encouraged to help us develop program menus that reflect their cultures’ foods. We also offer information about how to model healthy nutrition habits at home.
Social Services
We provide an array of services to families of enrolled children in collaboration with our community partners. We work with families to help them identify and reach their goals around employment, training, parenting, and stable housing. We support families as their child’s first and most important caregivers, teachers, and advocates and make sure they have the resources to carry out these roles. with Disabilities
We welcome children with diagnosed disabilities, and identify other children for further assessment through routine screening processes. We work with families to provide the best learning environment for their child. We tap into children’s strengths to individualize experiences to meet their needs. 
 Health
When children enroll in Head Start, we provide medical, dental, hearing, vision, and behavioral screening. If necessary, we make referrals for follow-up visits to the child’s doctor or to our community partners. We assist families in accessing medical homes for their children. Children engage in self-care routines as they are able, such as brushing their teeth and toileting.
We support the social and emotional health of children and families. In our program, children grow in their ability to experience, regulate, and express emotions.
