Number Relationships: Taking Away

you count four?

Dustin: One, two, three, four, five, six.

Teacher: He has six cherries left. All right, this is his turn. Cooper, what's your plan?
Cooper: It's -- It's three.

Teacher: Three. So how many oranges are you putting in your basket?

Cooper: Three. Teacher: Three.

Teacher: So you took away three oranges. How many oranges does that leave on your tree?
Cooper: One, two, three, four, five, six, seven.

Teacher: Yeah. So he had ten oranges, he took away three, he has seven left.
